10. USB devices

Brief introduction

This device has a USB 2.0 interface and can therefore playback music, movies or images

from USB devices.

USB is an abbreviation of Universal Serial Bus. The majority of USB devices available on

the market are either USB 1.1 or USB 2.0. Here we list several tupes of USB 1.1 devices:
