In zoom in mode, press up/down/left/right to
move the picture for viewing.

VOL Press VOL + to adjust volume up.

TER] button to play for some MP3 discs).
Also use the digit button to select the track (for example: press [4]
[5] two digit buttons and then press the [ENTER] button to play 45th
track, it need to enter the folder and select the current folders track
to play MP3).
There are two play mode for MPS disc: folder and file play, the de-
fault mode is the folder play; press [TITLE] button to select the
mode, in the files play mode, the screen display the total track
number and the current playing track, and use the digit button to
select the track, or use the [a] [¥] button to shift to the track and
press the [ENTER] button to play the track.
