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CONTROL OPERATION AND FUNCTION

POWER SUPPLY
This unit is designed to operate on AC mains supply or 6V DC by using 4 pieces UM-1 size or equivalent
batteries. (Batteries not included)

AC OPERATION
Insert end of the AC power cord into an AC wall outlet. The batteries will be automatically disconnected.

DC OPERATION
Open the BATTERY DOOR (20). Install 4 pcs UM-1 size batteries. Please make sure they are inserted with
correct polarity and close the door. Your unit is now ready for operation.

POWER INDICATOR (5)
When the unit is turned on, this LED indicator will illuminate.

RADIO OPERATION

A. Set FUNCTION SWITCH (11) to "RADIO" position and set BAND SWITCH(12) to your desired radio
band position.

B. Tune in to your desired radio station with the TUNING KNOB (13).

C. Adjust VOLUME CONTROL (8) to desired output level.

D. Extend TELESCOPIC ANTENNA (9) to full extent if you are listening to FM or SW broadcasting.

E. Turn off the radio by switching FUNCTION SWITCH (11) to "TAPE" position.

CASSETTE OPERATION

INSERTION AND REMOVAL OF CASSETTE TAPE

A. For insertion of cassette tape: depress the STOP/EJECT BUTTON (15) to open the cassette door.
Insert a good quality music recorded cassette tape (open part of cassette facing downwards) and
firmly dose the cassette door.

B. For removal of cassette tape: turn off the tape operation by pressing firmly STOP/EJECT BUTTON (15)
and pressing once again to open the cassette door. Then slide out the cassette tape.

PLAYBACK
A. Set FUNCTION SWITCH (11) to "TAPE" position.

B. Insert recorded tape of your favorite music.

C. Press PLAY BUTTON (18) firmly down until locked and enjoy your favorite music.

D. Adjust VOLUME CONTROL (8) to desired level.

E. Press FAST FORDWARD BUTTON (16) firmly in case you want to forward tape.

F. Press REWIND BUTTON (17) firmly in case you want to rewind tape.

G. When tape comes to an end in play mode, tape playback will be automatically switched off.
MIC RECORDING

A. Install a cassette tape.

B. Place FUNCTION SWITCH (11) to "TAPE" position.

C. Depress RECORD BUTTON (19) and PLAY BUTTON (18) simultaneously. Recording then starts through
the BUILT-IN CONDENSER MICROPHONE (3).

D. To end recording, press STOP/EJECT BUTTON (15) or it will automatically stop when the cassette runs
to the very end.

RADIO RECORDING

A. Install a cassette tape.

B. Place FUNCTION SWITCH (11) to "RADIO" position. After selecting the desired band and tune the
TUNING KNOB (13) to desired broadcast station. Then push down RECORD BUTTON (19) and PLAY
BUTTON (18) simultaneously.

HEADPHONE JACK (7)

For private listening, insert a 3.5mm headphone (not included) into the HEADPHONE JACK (7). The
SPEAKER (1) output is automatically cut off.

ERASURE: When you record over previously recorded tape, the original recording is automatically erased
and replaced by this newly recording materials.

C. Be sure to press STOP BUTTON (15) before inserting or removing cassette tape.

D. As Playback head might get oxidized after certain time of use, this can be cleaned with cotton swab or
"q" tip dipped in alcohol.
