* |If you are not going to use the unit within
a long period of time, remove the batteries to
avoid their leakage.

* Do not disassemble the unit yourselves.
Refer servicing to qualified service personnel.

Power supply

Battery operation

* Open the battery compartment cover.
Insert 4 x AAA batteries (not included). Please
observe correct battery polarities or the unit will
not work. Close the battery compartment cover.

* When the batteries are exhausted, they
should be replaced.

* Do not use new and old batteries together.
Do not recharge or heat the batteries.
Uncharged batteries are not a reason for
addressing to a repair service.

* Disconnect power cord from the socket,
when the unit is on battery supply. Battery
power is automatically disconnected when the
power cord is connected to a power socket.

AC adaptor power

* Plug the supplied AC/DC power adaptor into
the power input on the back of the unit. Connect
the power cord to the AC household main outlet.
Make sure the voltage is compatible.

* Always remember to disconnect the
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power cord from the main supply before
disconnecting it from the unit.

¢ Disconnect the power cord from the mains
when not in use.

Additional power

* Insert 2 batteries AG13 into the additional
battery terminal. This is additional power
supply intended for maintenance of clock and
alarm settings. Without the additional power
you will need to set the clock and alarm anew
after each interruption of power supply.

¢ When the batteries are exhausted they
should be replaced. New batteries should be
aquired by user. Replace the batteries only
with batteries of the same type.

Setting the clock

Set the function switch to MODE position.
Press and hold CLOCK button on the RC
(TIME SET/MEM-UP/12H/24H button on the
unit) until the digits flash. Press repeatedly 4«
/TUN- and PPITUN+ buttons on the unit (l€/
TUNING and PPI/TUNING buttons on the RC)
to set 12-hour or 24-hour clock display mode.
Press CLOCK (TIME SET/MEM-UP/12H/24H)
button to go to hour setting, hour digits will
flash. Press repeatedly 4€/TUN- and PPV
TUN+ (/TUNING and PPI/TUNING) buttons
to set hours. Press CLOCK (TIME SET/MEM-
UP/12H/24H) button to go to minute setting,
minute digits will flash. Press repeatedly 4«
/TUN- and PPVTUN+ (M@ TUNING and PP
/TUNING) buttons to set minutes. Press
CLOCK (TIME SET/MEM-UP/12H/24H) button
to confirm clock setting.

Radio operation

» Set the function switch to RADIO position;
the current radio frequency will be displayed for
several seconds, then clock will be displayed.

¢ Press repeatedly €/ TUN- and PP/TUN+

buttons on the unit (MUTUNING and PPV
TUNING buttons on the RC) to change the
current frequency downwards or upwards by
100 KHz.

¢ Press and hold €4 TUN- and PPYTUN+
(UTUNING and PPYTUNING) buttons to
search the nearest strong signal station
downwards or upwards automatically.

¢ Press MEMORY button on the RC (Ml
/MEMO/USB/SD button on the unit); CO1
will blink. Press repeatedly TIME SET/MEM-
UP/12H/24H or ALARM.SET/MEM-DN buttons
on the unit to select the position number for the
current frequency. Press MEMORY (PIVMEMO/
USB/SD) button to save the frequency in the
position (1~30).

¢ Press and hold MEMORY (MI/MEMO/
USB/SD) button; it will start scanning from the
lowest frequency and automatically save all
available stations in positions (up to 30).

* When stations are saved in the memory,
press repeatedly TIME SET/MEM-UP/12H/24H
or ALARM.SET/MEM-DN buttons on the unit
or number buttons on the RC to select saved
stations.

* In radio mode, press SNOOZE button; the
display will show the current frequency for 10
seconds, then return to clock.

* Rotate VOLUME regulator to adjust the
sound volume level. Press MUTE button on the
RC to switch off the sound; the digits on the
display will blink. Press MUTE button again to
enable the sound.

* Extend the FM antenna for a better signal
reception.

Alarm operation

Setting the alarm

¢ Set the function switch to MODE position.

* Press and hold ALARM button on the RC
(ALARM.SET/MEM-DN button on the unit) until
the digits flash. AL1 indicator will be blinking
showing that the 1st alarm is being set.

* Press repeatedly 4€/TUN- and PP/TUN+



buttons on the unit (MUTUNING and PPV/
TUNING buttons on the RC) to set hours of
the 1st alarm (AL1). Press ALARM (ALARM.
SET/MEM-DN) button to save hours; minute
digits will flash. Press repeatedly l44/TUN- and
PPITUN+ (MUTUNING and PPYTUNING)
buttons to set hours of the 1st alarm. Press
ALARM (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN) button to
save minutes; the unit is in the signal sound
selection mode. Press repeatedly l€4/TUN-
and PPITUN+ (MUTUNING and PPI/TUNING)
buttons to set USB/SD (USB and SD indicators
blinks), radio (FM indicator blinks) or buzzer
(no indicator blinks) as the sound signal of the
1st alarm.

¢ Press ALARM (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN)
button to save the settings of the 1st alarm.
AL2 indicator will be blinking showing that the
2st alarm is being set.

¢ Press repeatedly €/ TUN- and PPI/TUN+
buttons on the unit (MUTUNING and PPV/
TUNING buttons on the RC) to set hours of
the 2nd alarm (AL2). Press ALARM button
(ALARM.SET/MEM-DN button) to save hours;
minute digits will flash. Press repeatedly 4«
/TUN- and PPI/TUN+ (MUTUNING and PPl
/TUNING) buttons to set hours of the 2nd
alarm. Press ALARM (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN)
button to save minutes; the unit is in the signal
sound selection mode. Press repeatedly 4
/TUN- and PPVTUN+ (UTUNING and PP/
TUNING) buttons to set USB/SD (USB and SD
indicators blinks), radio (FM indicator blinks) or
buzzer (no indicator blinks) as the sound signal
of the 2nd alarm.

* Press ALARM button (ALARM.SET/MEM-

DN button) to save the settings of the 2nd alarm.

General operations

¢ In any mode, press repeatedly ALARM
button (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN button) to check
settings of 1st and 2nd alarms.

* Press and hold the SNOOZE button
— Alarm 1 is activated, Alarm 2 remains
deactivated.

Press and hold the SNOOZE button again —
Alarm 2 is activated, Alarm 1 gets deactivated.
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Press and hold the SNOOZE button again —
both Alarm 1 and Alarm 2 are activated.

Press and hold the SNOOZE button again —
both Alarm 1 and Alarm 2 are deactivated.

The cycle repeats afterwards.

¢ Do not select USB/SD as alarm signal
if USB or memory card is not connected,
otherwise the alarm will not work.

* |f you want to select radio as alarm signal,
switch to the needed station first.

Snooze control

¢ When the alarm is on, press SNOOZE
button once, after 9 minutes the alarm will
be on again. This operation can be repeated
several times.

¢ When the alarm is on, press ALARM
button (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN button) or set
the function switch to another position to stop
the alarm.

¢ When the alarm is on, if you don’t press
ALARM button (ALARM.SET/MEM-DN button),
it will stop after 90 minutes.

USB/SD operation

Playback

* Insert a USB device into the USB port.
Insert an SD memory card into the memory
card slot according to the marking on the unit.

» Set the function switch to USB/SD
position. Playback of the first track contained in
the USB/memory card will start automatically.
If both USB and SD are connected
simultaneously, USB will be played by default.
If you connect an SD card while USB is being
played, the unit will switch to SD card playback.
Press USB/SD button on the RC or press and
hold MIVMEMO/USB/SD button on the unit to
switch between USB and SD playback. When
USB is being played, USB indicator flashes;
when SD is being played, SD indicator flashes.

* The display starts by showing the number
of the first track for 10 seconds, then the
display shows clock. Press SNOOZE button to
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switch between track number and clock
display.

¢ Press MIVMEMO/USB/SD button on the unit
(MI/PLAY/PAUSE button on the RC) to pause
playback; the track number will be blinking.
Press it again to resume playback.

¢ Press repeatedly €4TUN- and PP/TUN+
buttons on the unit (4UTUNING and PPV
TUNING buttons on the RC) to go to previous
or next track.

* Press REPEAT button on the RC once
(“ALL” will be displayed), all tracks will be
played repeatedly. Press the button once again
(“ONE” will be displayed), the current track will
be played repeatedly.

General USB/SD notes

¢ This unit is equipped with a USB and SD
sockets that can accept and play MP3 files
stored on standard USB flash (2.0 version) up
to 32 Gb or and SD memory card up to 32 Gb.

¢ FAT and FAT32 file system is supported by
this unit.

Always switch off the player before
removing a USB flash drive or a memory card
to prevent damage to the storage.

Note: A small percentage of USB flash drives
and memory cards might not be readable, due
to those device manufacturers’ non-compliance
with the full official standards. Use only
licensed USB/SD storages of famous brands.

You can connect the audio output of an
external device to this unit, to listen to the sound
of that device through the speakers of this unit.

¢ To connect an external audio device,
please use a standard audio cable with
3.5-mm-to-3.5 mm plugs to connect the
headphone out or audio line-out of the external
device to the LINE input socket of this unit.

* Slide the function switch to RADIO or
USB/SD position.

¢ Turn on the external device.

Maintenance and care

Switch off the appliance, unplug from the
power supply. The outside of the appliance can
be cleaned with a slightly damp cloth.
