Low energy consumption of e-ink display allows reading
thousands of pages without recharging the device.
Also displaing of e-ink data does not depends of light
reflection. E-ink display has a much wider review angle
in comparison with TFT e-book.

Battery
• Charge the battery only in temperature that ranges
from 0 °  to 35 ° .

Basic operations 
Switch on the device
To switch on the e-book reader hold the ON/OFF button
at the leftmost position for the 3 seconds. First the logo-
type «ASSISTANT» than the main menu will appear. To
turn off the reader hold the ON/OFF button at the right-
most position until device will be turned off. In that case
the screensaver «ASSISTANT» will appear.
If the device is not operating for a some time the power
will be automaticly switched off according to the screen-
saver time (see «Setting» - «Timing shutdown»).
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Key locking
Key locking function is available at any time of the ope-
ration. To lock the device or avoide occasionable pres-
sures turn off the lock key on the top panel into a right-
most position. Turn the key back to unlock the device. 
Charging of the e-book reader
Fully charge the battery before the first using.
Connect the device to the PC via USB-cabel or to the
power grid 220 V via adapter.
Time of full charging via adapter takes 2.5 hours, via
USB-port takes 5 hours. It depends to the level of bat-
tery charging. Duration of first battery charging should
take at least 2.5 hours.

Note
Do not turn on the discharged device immediately after the
beginning of battery charging. Wait at least for a minute and
then switch on the battery.

Charging process will stop automatically when battery is
fullcharged. The indicator at main menu will change to:

Note
In no case do not use damage USB-cable or adapter to avoid a
short-circuit, fire or electric injury.

Incomplete battery charge reduces the battery life. 
At the start of using device, please, make 10 cycles of
full charging and recharging to disperse the battery to
full capacity.
For optimal use of lithium-battery follow below steps: 
• do not charge the battery in the places with high
temperature;
• device has not be almast discharged before the
next charging;
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• if the device is not used for a long time make a full
charge biweekly.

Using memory card and connecting to the PC
The e-book reader has a memory card slot on the
bottom panel. 
To use the memory card put it into the slot as is shown
at a picture below (contacts should be directed toward
the socket):

USB-cable - mini USB
Close all programms and make sure any application is
not accessed to the memory before removing the me-
mory card. Carefully press the memory card and
remove it from the slot.

Note
Do not allow to ingress foreign objects into memory card slot. 

Memory card is not included to complectation.
To connect the e-book reader to PC via USB-cable use
original cable supplied to complectation. First connect
cable to the device and then to the PC.
To remove USB-cable pull it carefully and it will be dis-
connected from the reader.
Connection to the PC
Connect USB-cabel first to the appropriate jack (as it is
shown on the picture above) and then to the USB-port.
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To enter a main menu press and hold the key after
connecting with PC. Window with a connection
confirmation will appear automaticly. With help of
navigation keys «left»/«right» confirm (« ») or cancel
(«Cancel») the connection. 
You can set a device connection to PC in «Setting»
«Connection to PC» if it is nesessary.
All operating systems recognize the device automati-
cally (an icon «Removable Disk» will appear at the
folder «My computer»).
Operating documents
Internal memory and memory card could be used as a
removable storage device in the same way as the ordi-
nary USB-storage device.
You can make and delete folders, copy files from the
device to computer and back, rename files, etc. 
Disconnecting from PC
To disconnect the e-book reader from the computer
right-click on the USB icon on the taskbar. Select an
item «Unplug or eject hardware» and press «Stop»

in the appeared window. Then press key .
Now you can disconnect the device from PC safety.

Note
To avoid data loss and copy failure you should disconnect the
device from PC only after completion of data transfer.

Formatting
Internal memory could be formatted in several cases:
• Problem occures during the reading/ playing/
viewing files that could be resolve after reading the
section «Troubleshooting»;

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To format the e-book reader right-click on icon «Re-
movable dick» in the folder «My computer» and
select «Format» «Start» in the window that appears.

MAIN MENU
