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2.5 Work with the touch-screen

Technique
There are several ways to use the main screen to display
the menus and applications.

Short-Touch

If you want to use the onscreen keyboard, or select an
application from the Home screen, you just touch the
screen with your finger.

Scroll

Scroll through this short finger motion across the
screen in a vertical or horizontal direction. The image is
moved to the finger movements and displays informa-
tions before a hidden off-screen (if such information is
available).

Press

Place your finger on the icons and hold your finger on
the screen. After 1, 2 seconds icon can be moved to
another position.

Rotation
Rotate the device clockwise/counter-clockwise, and the
screen orientation changes.

Interface enhancements

Size of the main screen is larger than the size of the de-
vice screen.

OS Android 4.0 allows you to create shortcuts (folders)
and place in them application icons.

2.10 Working with widgets, creating shortcuts

8. TROUBLE SHOOTING

8.1 First time boot the device takes too much
time.

Initial booting takes 3—4 minutes. This time is neces-
sary for the initial installation of software and applica-
tions.After first boot time of device start will decrease.

8.2 Sometimes the unitis hot.

This is normal when the device is really hot with heavy
use of the CPU (simultaneous processing of multiple ap-
plications) or the maximum level of the display backlight.

8.3 The device can not connect to the
network via Wi-Fi.

Make sure the wireless router is working properly
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Make sure that the distance between the device and the
wireless router does not exceed the maximum distance
(consider walls and floors).

Please make sure that the user name and password are
correct.

8.4 No Internet

Please, make sure that the distance between the device
and the wireless router does not exceed the maximum
(consider walls and floors).

Please re-connect WiFi.

8.5 System hang.

After installing some incompatible applications, the de-
vice may hang (stop responding).To turn off the unit in
this case, press and hold down the power button for
6 seconds or more.

8.6 Can notread the TF card

Make sure that the TF card is working properly and is in-
serted into the device.

8.7 The deviceis slow.

This situation can occur if the device has several appli-
cations (tasks) simultaneously. Please stop and (or) un-
load from the memory applications are not necessary
at moment.
