Important safeguards

WARNING: To reduce the risk of burns, electric shock, fire, injury to persons:
e Read all instructions before using microwave oven.
e The microwave oven is for household use only. Do not use for industrial purposes.
e Some products such as whole eggs and sealed containers (for example, close glass jars and sealed baby bottles with teat) may explode and should not be
heated in microwave oven.
Use this microwave oven only for its intended use as described in this manual.
Close supervision is necessary, when used by children.
Do not operate this microwave oven, if it doesn’t work properly.
To reduce the risk of fire in the oven cavity it is necessary to follow the bellow rules:
- Do not overcook food. Carefully attend microwave oven if paper, plastic or other combustible materials are placed inside the oven.
- Remove wire twist-ties from bags before placing food into the oven.
- If materials inside the oven should ignite, keep oven door closed, turn oven off at the wall switch or shut off power at the fuse of circuit breaker
panel.



e Always have the glass tray, roller arms, coupling and roller track in place when operating the oven.
e Do not use the oven for any reason other than food cooking. Never use it for drying clothes, paper or any other nonfood items or for sterilizing purposes.
e Do not operate the oven when empty. Do not keep any foreign object inside.
e Do not use the oven for home canning. Microwave ovens are not designed to permit proper canning.
e Do not cook eggs in the shell, as they will burst. Puncture eggs before cooking to prevent “explosion”, occasionally a poached egg may burst during
cooking. Be sure to cook covered and let stand one minute after cooking before removing the cover.
e Do not cook any food surrounded by a membrane, such as potatoes, chicken livers, etc without first piercing several times with a fork.
e Do not cook foods directly on the glass tray. Place food in/on proper cooking utensil before placing in the oven.
e Cookware not to use in your microwave oven:
- Do not use metal pans or dishes with metal handles.
- Do not use anything with metal trim.
- Do not use paper covered with twist — ties on plastic bags.
- Do not use melamine dishes as they contain a material, which will absorb microwave energy. This way cause the dishes to crack or char and will
slow down the cooking speed.
- Do not use burnable container such as paper, wooden, bamboo willow container.
- The glaze is not suitable for microwave use.
- Do not cook in a container with a restricted opening, such as a soft drink bottle or salad oil bottle, as they may explode if heating in a microwave
oven.
- Do not use conventional meat or candy thermometers. These are thermometers available specifically for microwave cooking. These may be used.
e Microwave utensils should be used only in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.
e Please remember that a microwave oven heats the liquid in the container quicker that the container itself. Therefore, though the lid of a container is not
hot to touch when removed from the oven please remember that the food/liquid inside will be hot.
e Always test the temperature of cooked food yourself especially if you are heating or cooking food/liquid for babies. It is advisable never to consume
food/liquid straight from the oven, but allow it to stand for a few minutes and stir food/liquid to distribute heat evenly.
e Food containing a mixture of fat or water, e.g. should stand for 30-60 seconds in the oven after it has been turned off. This is to allow the mixture to
settle and to prevent bubbling when a spoon is placed in the food/liquid or a stock cube is added.
e Always follow the cooking instructions, when preparing/cooking food/liquid and remember that there are certain food, e.g. Christmas puddings, jam and
mincemeat, which heat up very quickly.
e The contents of feeding bottles and baby food jars are to be stirred and shaken and the temperature is to be checked before consumption, in order to avoid
burns.
WARNING:

If the door or door seals are damaged, the oven must not be operated, until, it is repaired by a trained person.
It is hazardous for anyone other than a trained person to carry out any service or repair operation. Repair the unit only by qualified specialists.



Before you call for service

e If'there is no light in the cavity:
- the bulb blown out;
- the door of the oven is not closed.
e Ifthe oven fails to operate:
- check to ensure that the control panel is programmed correctly and the timer is set.
- check to ensure that the door is securely closed engaging the door safety lock system. Otherwise, the microwave energy will not flow into the
oven.
IF NONE OF THE ABOVE RECTIFY THE SITUATION, THEN CONTACT A QUALIFIED TECHNICIAN. DO NOT TRY TO ADJUST OR REPAIR
THE OVEN YOURSELF.

Radio interference
e Operation of the microwave oven can cause interference to your radio, TV or similar equipment.
e When there is interference, it may be reduced or eliminated by taking the following measures:
- clean door and sealing surface of the oven.
- reorient the receiving antenna of radio or television.
- relocate the microwave oven with respect to the receiver.
- move the microwave oven away from the receiver.
- plug the microwave oven into a different outlet so that microwave oven and receiver are on different branch circuits.

Installation

e Make sure that all the packing materials are removed from the inside of the door.

e Check the oven for any damage, such as misaligned or bent door, damaged door seals and sealing surface, broken or loose door hinges and latches and
dents inside the cavity or on the door. If there is any damage, do not operate the oven and contact qualified service personnel.

e This microwave oven must be placed on a flat, stable surface to hold its weight and the heaviest food likely to be cooked in the oven.

e Do not place the oven where heat, moisture or high humidity are generated, or near combustible materials.

e For correct operation, the oven must have sufficient airflow. Keep the oven at least 8cm away from both side walls and 10cm away from rear wall to
ensure the correct ventilation.

e Do not cover or block any openings on the appliance. Do not remove feet.

How to identify if certain cookware is suitable for microwave cooking purpose?
e Put the intended cookware together with a glass of water (300 ml) inside the oven cavity, and then set the oven at the "HIGH" stage for one minute.
e Applicable microwave cookware will be as cool as ever, while the water will absorb the energy and become warmer.

Advantages

Auto reminder
e When your preset cooking procedure have finished 5 beep sound will be heard to prompt you to take out food.

Child lock function
e Use to prevent unsupervised operation of the oven by little children.
e The CHILD LOCK indicator will be lit on the display and the oven cannot be operated while the CHILD LOCK is set.

Operation

e FEach time a pad is touched, a beep will sound to acknowledge the touch.
e If you intend to remove the food before the preset time, you must press “CTOII” button. If you want to continue cooking process, press
“CTAPT/BBICTPBI CTAPT” button.

Adjust clock

e The digital display will flash «00:00» three minutes when plugged in power supply. Then it will flash «:», prompt you set the current clock.

The oven is 24h system.

Press the “BPEMSI/YCTAHOBKA”, higher hour figures will flash; indicator for clock will light.

Press the numeral pads to input current time;

The set time will be kept lighting in the display windows. Press "BPEMA/YCTAHOBKA" to finish clock setting, the clock indicator will go out; ":" will
be flashing and the time will light.

e If'the input time is not within 0:00—23:59, the setting will be invalid until correct numbers is input.

Note: In the process of clock setting, if "CTOII" is pressed or if there is no operation within 1 minute, the oven will go back to the previous state
automatically.

Setting to microwave power
Keep on pressing "MOIIIHOCTB" to choose microwave power level. Press numeral pads to input the cooking time, the maximum cooking time is 99
minutes and 99 seconds.
For example, cooking 10 minutes with 50% power:

e Press "MOIIHOCTDB" three times. EFand will light.

e Press numeral buttons 1, 0, 0, 0 in order.

e Press “CTAPT/BBICTPBI CTAPT” to start cooking, the time will count down. K& and will flash.

«Fast starting» function
In waiting state, the pressing on "CTAPT/BBICTPBII CTAPT" can start cooking at once with 100% microwave power. When the residual cooking time is 1
minute 30 seconds, each touch will increase the cooking time by 30 seconds; when the residual time is more than 1 minute 30 seconds, each touch will
increase the cooking time by 1 minute.
For example, set 3 minutes speedy cooking:
e Press "CTAPT/BBICTPBI CTAPT" once to start cooking, LED will display “0:30” K& and will light.
o Press “CTAPT/BBICTPBLIU CTAPT” again for 4 times, the cooking time will be 3 minutes. .

Weight defrosting

e Press numeral pads to input weight to be defrosted; the weight range is between 100-2000g.
e Press "CTAPT/BbICTPBIN CTAPT" to start defrosting. The residual time will be displayed.

Example for cooking 350g vegetable:

e Press numeral pad 2, the later three codes will be displayed as "A-2", and will light;

e Press numeral pad 2 twice to choose the weight or quantity of foods until the number "350" is displayed. "g", and indicators
will be lighted.

e Press "CTAPT/BBICTPBLI CTAPT" to begin cooking. "g" indicator will go out; and indicators will be flashing. The residual
time will be displayed.

NOTE:

1. You can cook the popcorn using the special ware or packed popcorn for microwave oven.

2. Before cooking it is necessary to pierce the potato by fork. After cooking leave for 5 minutes to be ready, covered with metal foil.

3. The referred above auto cooking mode are programmed avoiding over roast and burning food. Different sizes, forms, weight and thickness of food can

need more time for cooking.

Grill

e Your microwave oven is equipped with a grill.
e Unitary grill is used for grilling thin slice of meat; as beef, pork, skewered meat sausage, chicken wings, etc. This function is also applicable for
sandwiches and makes the food golden, crisp and fragrant.
e In the process of grill, turn over the food to make a better effect.
e You can take the grill rack, which is included to cook using grill function.
e For example, cooking program for 12 minutes grill:
e Press "['PMJI/KOMBU" once to choose grill cooking; the display will show "G-1", and the [ indicator will be lighted.
e Press numeral pads to input the cooking time, the input number will be displayed from right to left. The maximum operation time is 99 minutes
and 99 seconds.
e Press "CTAPT/BbICTPBIM CTAPT" to start cooking and the residual time will be displayed; ":" and [ indicators will be flashing.
NOTE: As a half of the cooking time passes, two beeps will sound and the oven stops cooking. In 1 minute a beep will sound and the oven will resume
cooking.



Combi

e This mode is preferable for cooking fish or potatoes.

e Press "I'PUJIb/KOMBU" two or three times to choose combination 1 or combination 2, the display will show "C-1" or "C-2" and the
&3 and "= indicators will be lighted.

e Combination -1 is 55% microwave, 45% grill. Combination —2 is 36% microwave, 64% grill.

e Press numeral pads to input the cooking time, the input number will be displayed from right to left. The maximum operation time is 99
minutes and 99 seconds.

e Press "CTAPT/BBICTPBI CTAPT"to start cooking and the residual time will be displayed.":", &3 and "= indicators will be flashing.

Automatic start

e Set the current time first.

Set the cooking program.

Press "BPEMSI/YCTAHOBKA" to display the current clock, hour indicator will be flashing.

Press the numeral pads to input time when you want to start cooking.

Press "CTAPT/BBICTPBI CTAPT" to confirm pre-set cooking. The oven will turn back to the clock displaying state after the setting.

e When the pre-set time is reached, two "beep" will be sound, which means the cooking is beginning.

Note:

If the setting is not within the range 0:00—23:59, the setting will be invalid until correct items are input.

In the process of setting, if "CTOII" is pressed or there is no operation within 1 minute, the oven will go back to the previous state automatically.
The clock must be set before the pre-set cooking. If pre-set cooking has not been programmed and only pre-set time has been programmed, the setting can
only be used as alarm clock and 5 "beep" will be sound when the pre-set time is reached.

Multi-section cooking

At most 2 sections can be set for cooking. In multi-section cooking, if one section is weight defrosting, then weight defrosting shall be placed in the first
section.

Note: Auto cooking cannot work in the multi-section cooking.

Example: If you want to cook the food with 100% microwave power for 10 minutes+ 80% microwave power for 15 minutes. Do it as following:

e Press "MOIIHOCTB" once to choose 100% microwave power;

Press number keys "1","0","0","0" in order to adjust the cooking time;

Press "MOIIIHOCTB" twice to choose 80% microwave power;

Press number keys "1","5","0","0" in order to adjust the cooking time;

Press "CTAPT/BbICTPBIN CTAPT" to start cooking.

Child lock function
Lock: In waiting state, press "CTOII" for 3 seconds, there will be a long "beep" denoting entering into the children-lock state and LCD will display "G
Lock quitting: In locked state, press " CTOII" for 3 seconds, there will be a long "beep".
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Inquiring Function

In micro or grill state, press "MOIIIHOCTDB", the current microwave power will be displayed for 3 seconds. After three seconds, the oven will turn back to
the former display.

In pre-set state, press "BPEMSI/YCTAHOBKA" to inquire the pre-set time. The pre-set time will be flashing in the LCD for 2-3 seconds, then the oven will
turn back to the clock display.

Display Specification

In waiting state, LCD will display clock and ":" will not flash.

In function setting state, LCD will display the related setting.

In the operation and suspending state, LCD will display the residual cooking time.

Care and cleaning

e Always turn timer to «0» position then unplug oven and be sure oven is cool before cleaning.

e To maintain the appearance of your oven, never use abrasive cleaning agents (such as cleaning powders, scouring pads or steel wool pads), spray. Also,
never use commercial oven cleaners on any part or your microwave oven.
e If'the microwave is very dirty, otherwise, use a damp cloth.

Outside surfaces

Cover

e (lean the outside of the oven with a glass-cleaning agent, a liquid cleaner or mild detergent and water. Use a damp cloth or sponge, rinse and dry.

Plastic

e Use a liquid or glass-cleaning agent and a sponge or cloth. To prevent scratching the plastic surface, do not use paper toweling.

Door and control panel

e Clean with a damp cloth or sponge. Use dishwashing detergent and water or liquid glass-cleaning agent to remove soil. Rinse with a damp cloth and dry
with a soft cloth to prevent scratching the plastic outer door panel. Some paper towels can scratch the plastic door panel, therefore, use a soft cloth to dry
the door. When cleaning the control panel, keep oven door open to prevent oven from accidentally turning on.

Power cord

e Be sure oven is unplugged. Wipe cord with a damp sudsy cloth, rinse and dry thoroughly before plugging cord back into outlet.

Interior surfaces
e Wash with hot sudsy water, rinse and dry. Do not use excessive amounts of water when cleaning the oven.
e Never use abrasive cleaner on any part of your microwave oven.

Oven walls

e Use a mild liquid dishwashing detergent and water, rinse and dry. To loosen microwave on HIGH for 3 minutes. Leave hot water in the oven and allow
the steam to soften the soil. Then, wash with hot sudsy water, rinse and dry.
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e To keep oven clean and odor free, open oven door for a few minutes after cooking. Allow moisture to evaporate or wipe interior with dry clothes.
e Occasionally, wipe walls with a solution of baking soda and water to keep interior fresh.

Oven floor and turntable

e Especially around turntable. Do not allow water or cleaning agents to seep into turntable gears located underneath.

e If a stain should still remain, remove stain with a paste of two parts braking soda and three parts water. Apply paste to stain, let stand one or two hours,
then wipe with a clean damp cloth, rinse and dry.
