3. Power selector

The power selector controls power-on and power-off of the upper and lower heating
elements.

Turn the
swithc to” OFF” position, the both elements are shut off.

CAUTIONS

1. The three-core has a ground connection core which should be safely grounded.

2. The supply voltage must correspond to the voltage marked on the oven.

3. The oven should be placed steadily and kept away from the plug from any flammables
and explosives during use.

3. Put the food into the oven with the grip. You can select the location of the tray
according to the size of the food.

4. Set the timer clockwise to the time position desired (Refeming to Fig. 2), and you can
observe the food through the glass door to get master of the baking time.
